The Eco-Reinforcement certification scheme for the responsible sourcing of reinforcing steel construction products includes the assessment of reinforcing steel manufacturers or fabricators and their suppliers against a framework of criteria relating to the supply of reinforcing steel construction products. 

This fee sheet sets out the indicative fees based on a set of assumptions. Upon receipt of a signed application form a quotation will be generated to include all fees associated with the assessment and ongoing maintenance of certification. The fees that will be used to prepare the quotation include:

	Application Fee  (to accompany the application)

The application fee enables us to prepare a proposal outlining the scope of the assessment work and costs of certification for a specific product or product range. Product ranges may include:

Pre-assessment Fee (payable upon receipt of proposal acceptance)        
· Per pre-assessment day (7.5hrs) - £630 
Pre-assessment enables an applicant to complete the majority of the assessment work before a site assessment; this is done through a paper based assessment. The pre-assessment therefore significantly reduces the amount of days needed at a site assessment. The pre-assessor will identify information to follow-up at the assessment stage and request the applicant to present the information at the site assessment. 
Site Assessment Fee (payable upon receipt of proposal acceptance)
· Per site assessment day (7.5hrs) - £630 (excluding travel and subsistence*)
The number of assessment days required will depend upon a number of factors including:
· The quality of documents sent to the assessor at the pre-assessment.

· The level of assessment sought – applications for higher levels may require more assessment time.

· The number of sites to be assessed.

· The complexity of the assessment, e.g. the amount of evidence that needs to be assessed for a given product and how many suppliers are involved.
· Amount of transport required 

Additional travel time is added for overseas companies where no local assessor is available. Wherever possible such assessments will be combined with others in the vicinity so that additional travel time and costs per assessment are minimised.

Verification and Certification Fee (payable upon receipt of proposal acceptance) 
· Per certification project -  £1250
Verification is the final step before a certificate can be issued. Verification is the process of establishing the validity of the assessment.
