Background
The Eco-Reinforcement Sector Standard has been prepared to provide the reinforcing steel industry with a means of assessing their Responsible Sourcing practices and achieving certification against a formal set of requirements. 

Responsible Sourcing of materials provides a holistic approach to managing the impacts of a product’s supply chain from the point at which a material is mined or harvested in its raw state, through its manufacture, processing and delivery to its use, re-use and recycling, until its final disposal as waste with no further value.

Responsible Sourcing of materials is demonstrated through supply chain management of environmental, social and economic impacts and whole-life product stewardship and incorporates a continuous stakeholder engagement process.

To provide impartial, authoritative Third Party Certification for the Responsible Sourcing of  reinforcing steel based on the latest version of the BRE Global Framework Standard BES6001 and embracing an ongoing and rigorous process of stakeholder engagement.

giving clear guidance on the sustainability aspects that should be addressed as priority issues of the sector, and





ensuring ongoing compliance with BS8902 Responsible sourcing sector certification schemes for construction products - Specification
